
	Meaning is best developed when learners encounter experiences that proceed from the concrete to the abstract.
	The primary role/responsibility of the teacher is to make the learning of mathematics easier for students by efficiently providing clear and concise explanations. 

	Students benefit from working with a variety of materials, especially in elementary classrooms. 
	Teaching with manipulatives takes longer because, in the end, the teacher still has to cover how to do the math symbolically.

	If only students spent more time memorizing their basic facts, then they would be much more successful in secondary math classrooms.
